 School Nativity

Our Christmas Nativity will take place on Wednesday 17th December at 1:45pm and 6:30pm in the Church.  Each class will have their own part to play in telling the Christmas Story. We expect all children to attend the evening performance but understand that there are sometimes clashes with other family events.
